This model is designed to provide Intermittent Pneumatic Compression for maximum prophylaxis
against Deep Vein Thrombosis with the garments a|]
High-( AiKo), the Thighs, or both the Calves and Thig

Model #1545F DVT
As an alternative mode of DVT prophylaxis, Intermittent Pneumatic Compression is applied instead
through bilateral Foot garments at an increased flow rate, higher pressure and quicker cycle.

The Models#154KTand #1545 are specifically indicated for bilateral prophylaxis against Deep
Vein Thrombosis (DVT) and NOT to be used as a treatment for existing DVT where it is specifically
contraindicated.

DVT prophylaxis should be applied continuously, around the clock at the factesgtpeessures
previously indicated elsewhere in this manual, dependent upon the application site, unless otherwise
ordered by the attending physician. A less aggressive treatment schedule is more commonly pre-
scribed by the physician post discharge in the home setting.

e Reduction of lower limb pain due to surgery or trauma

e Severe arteriosclerosis or other ischemic vascular disease
e Pulmonary edema
e Congestive heart failure
e Suspicion or confirmation of the presence of existing DVT
e Infections of the limb, including cellulitis without appropriate antibiotic coverage for at least 72
hours prior to treatment
e Presence of lymphangiosarcoma
¢ Inflammatory phlebitis or episodes of pulmonary embolism
